DECEMBER 
Early Decision: 

If you applied for early decision expect notification this month.   

Applications: 

If you have not completed your applications, finish them and send them before the  
end of the month.  

Standardized Tests:  

If you have not taken the SAT or ACT and your college require s a standardized test, 
register today and play the late fee.  

Scholarship and Financial Aid: 

Now is the time to apply for scholarships if you have not already done so. 

 Scholarships help students pay for their education and they do not have to pay 
 back the money. Students who demonstrate achievement in academics, 
 athletics ( except Division III-these colleges do not give athletic scholarship s) 
 the arts, or community services. Scholarships are awarded by the college, 
 business and other community organization s, churches, etc.  

 Financial Aid: many colleges use the FAFSA (Free Application for Federal 
 Student Aid) form . FAFSA collects data to calculate eligibil ity for need-based 
 financial aid fro m the student and parent(s). You can apply on -line at 
 www.fafsa.edu.gov  

 Most colleges require you to have your FAFSA filled by  March 1. The filing 
 period is anytime between Jan uary 1 to June 30. You need to check with your 
 college for its filing date.  

 Also some colleges use their own financial aid form in addition to the FAFSA. 
 Contact the college you are interested in attending.

• A high school diploma, GED or equivalent home school credential  
• Social Security number 
• DriverÕs license 
• W-2 forms and other records of money eared  
• Federal income tax return  
• Untaxed income records:  Social Security, Temporary Assistance to Needy 

Families (TANF), welfare or veteransÕ benefit 
• Business and farm records 
• Record of stocks, bonds and other investments
